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      1 Introduction

      

      These volumes contain a critical edition of every letter written by Joseph Scaliger or sent to him which the editors have been able to locate. The text of every known source for this correspondence has been examined, and where possible collated. The notes accompanying each letter are intended to bring together information which allows the reader to understand its immediate concerns and its wider significance in Scaliger’s life. In pursuit of this end, an attempt has been made to assign a date to every undated letter in the corpus. English synopses have been provided for each letter to enable their contents to be quickly assessed.

      The purpose of this introduction is to describe and explain the editorial practices adopted throughout the edition. It allows a number of general issues to be discussed at greater length than would be practical in the headnotes to individual letters, and it is an appropriate place for broader observations on the nature and limitations of some of the most important sources for the text of the letters. Before addressing these matters, it is as well to have a summary of Scaliger’s life and works. Scaliger’s biography has been treated at length elsewhere,1
 but an outline here will define the boundaries and shape of the correspondence.

      
        1.1 Scaliger’s Life

        Joseph Scaliger was born in southern France in 1540 into the family of the great scholar Julius Caesar Scaliger, author of the influential Poetics
. His early education was in Bordeaux. From Bordeaux he returned to spend his teenage years with his father until the latter’s death in 1558, a few weeks after his son’s eighteenth birthday. Following a period of intense study in Paris, he became in 1563 a companion of the French nobleman, Louis Chasteigner de la Roche-Posay, and Chasteigner’s patronage allowed him the resources to travel, study and write. Among his earliest works were editions of classical authors, and he soon acquired a well-deserved reputation as an acute textual critic. In 1593, at the age of 52 and at the height of his powers, he moved from France to the University of Leiden. There, with a comfortable salary and no formal teaching 
commitments, he continued his studies until his death in 1609. About eighty per cent of the surviving correspondence dates from his time in Leiden.

        Most of Scaliger’s correspondence was not published until long after his death, and his great reputation for learning was built on his works. For convenience, these works may be placed into four categories. The first category contains his poetry. He made a Latin translation of Lycophron’s Cassandra
 which is every bit as impenetrable as the original Greek. He translated Sophocles’ Aiax
, many poems from the Greek Anthology
, and the Hymns
 attributed to Orpheus. He also produced a large body of Greek verse, including translations of a good number of Latin poems. He translated into Greek the so-called mimes of Publilius Syrus, the Distichs
 of Cato, and a good part of Martial. His facility with Greek verse particularly impressed contemporaries. Throughout his life he responded to requests for occasional poems, and after his death his poetry was collected to form a sizeable volume.2
 It seems that he never wrote a single line of French poetry.3


        The second category includes his textual scholarship. Under the patronage of Chasteigner, he established himself as a scholar with a European reputation. His notes on Varro appeared first, in 1565.4
 In the 1570s five important editions emerged : an edition of the Appendix Vergiliana
 and other ancient poems ; the poetry of Ausonius ; the remnants of the lexicon of Festus ; an edition of Catullus, Tibullus, and Propertius ; and the long astronomical poem of the first-century author Manilius.5
 His profound knowledge of Latin and Greek made him a master of conjectural emendation, and it is for this reason that his notes, letters and marginalia have been studied by generations of textual scholars. A good number of his emendations still stand in the text or in the textual apparatus of modern editions of ancient works.

        The third category comprises his work on chronology. Scaliger’s edition of the text of Manilius, published in 1579, had entailed a careful study of ancient astronomical science. Shortly after Pope Gregory’s reform of the 
calendar in 1582, he published his own work on calendar reform, De emendatione temporum
.6
 A substantial revision of this work was published in 1598, and his research into chronology culminated in 1606 in his greatest achievement, the Thesaurus temporum
.7
 This work was initially conceived as a new edition of the Chronicon
 of Eusebius of Caesarea, but in its final form it laid the foundations for modern understanding of the relationship between the numerous calendars of the ancient world.

        The fourth and final category contains his controversial writings on his ancestry. Joseph’s father Julius had told him that he was a Della Scala, descended from the one-time lords of Verona. It is not clear how seriously Julius took this unlikely piece of genealogy, but it is certain that his son took it very seriously indeed. When Scaliger’s Catholic critics realised how sensitive he was about his noble descent, they attacked it in public at great length. Scaliger responded with angry treatises of equal length, and coordinated a counterattack through his network of correspondents. He died fully confident of his own nobility.8


      

      
        1.2 Scaliger’s Letters

        Apart from a handful of prefatory letters, Scaliger did not write his letters with an eye to publication. As his controversial publications on his ancestry make clear, he was certainly very concerned with his reputation, but he clearly did not regard his own letters as a significant contribution to it. They are not an extension of his public work, or a controlled projection of his public image. As such, they are often more interesting, and more revealing, than many of the artfully edited letter collections of the sixteenth and seventeenth centuries.

        His correspondents include many of the great names of his day. We find among them the astronomers Tycho Brahe, Johannes Kepler, and the physicians François Vertunien and Laurent Joubert. His friends among the poets included Florent Chrestien, Scévole de Sainte-Marthe and Dominicus Baudius. He wrote regularly to eminent classical scholars such as Denis 
Lambin, Justus Lipsius, and Isaac Casaubon, and he fostered the talents of promising students such as Daniel Heinsius and Claudius Salmasius. He carried on a life-long correspondence with the historian and politician Jacques-Auguste de Thou.

        The contents of these letters is very varied. They are usually informal and some of them offer rare glimpses into the everyday life of the man. We have, for example, a letter to a physician describing a recent illness and asking for a second opinion on the prescription he has been given.9
 We have one which accompanied the gift of some bottles of wine.10
 We have a few lines from Scaliger declining a wedding invitation, and the following year Scaliger wrote an equally brief letter declining an invitation to the wedding of the same man’s brother.11
 There is even a letter in which he complains that his teeth are falling out because of the Dutch climate.12


        More importantly, the letters allow us to watch a great scholar as he goes about his work. Scaliger is usually very forthright about what he likes and what he does not : his enemies are roundly and regularly abused ; great scholars are praised generously ; and the diligence and industry of lesser talents are charitably assessed. There are letters which throw light on the internal politics of the University of Leiden. We have many letters of introduction, carried by promising young students on their way to some centre of learning : such students often acted as couriers in return for a reference from the great man. There are long letters on textual scholarship, most of which have been plundered by classicists long ago. The difficult progress through the press of several important editions can be traced in great detail through Scaliger’s correspondence with their editors and printers. The letters throw light on the accessibility of contemporary libraries, and the circulation of printed books. In the extensive and nearly complete correspondence between Scaliger and Isaac Casaubon, we have a remarkable witness to a friendship between two men who never met. The letters are always very practical, even when discussing matters of profound scholarship. Scaliger never wastes time getting to his point, something which cannot be said of some of his contemporaries.

        A complete list of Scaliger’s correspondents is to be found among the appendices to the final volume of the present edition. In this introduction, some idea of the proportions of the corpus of his letters may be suggested by the following list of the most regular correspondents :13

        The first five of these correspondents supply 36 % of the surviving letters, while the first ten account for nearly half of the extant corpus. The letters between Casaubon and Scaliger alone account for 15 %. Of course, these proportions are a consequence of centuries of active selection and accidental loss, and must be interpreted with care. Vertunien, for example, was a much closer friend than Hoeschelius, despite the fact that the latter’s correpondence with Scaliger survives more extensively.

      

      
        1.3 The Languages of the Letters

        Roughly two thirds of the surviving letters are in Latin, while one third are in French. The linguistic division which runs through the correspondence is reflected in the early printing history of the letters. The edition of 1624 printed only French letters written to Scaliger, while the influential edition of 1627 printed Latin letters written by Scaliger. Scaliger rarely wrote a letter in any other language. He wrote to Italian scholars in French, and to German and English scholars in Latin. He knew a little Dutch, the language of the country in which he spent the last fifteen years of his life.14
 He could certainly have written letters in Greek – indeed, his friend Casaubon wrote in Greek to some of his other correspondents – but there is no evidence that Scaliger ever did so. Composition in Greek was something of a literary tour de force
, and to use Greek would have been ostentatious and unseemly in the practical matters 
which occupy most of the letters. He did write a letter in Hebrew to the Samaritan communities in Egypt and Mount Gerizim in an attempt to secure copies of their sacred texts.15


        Among the letters written by Scaliger himself, there is a very similar ratio : about two-thirds are in Latin and one third are in French. This figure may not be representative because Latin letters are perhaps more likely to survive : the trivial and the mundane are more likely to be written in the vernacular, and more likely to be discarded as unimportant over the centuries. Another possible distortion is worth noticing : the correspondence between Casaubon and Scaliger – a total of 254 letters written over fifteen years – survives nearly intact.16
 Its preservation is due, at least in part, to the fact that both parties to the correspondence were equally famous. These letters represent just under one sixth of the corpus, and they are all in Latin. Although both men were native French speakers, there are no letters between Casaubon and Scaliger in that language. This may represent Casaubon’s preference rather than Scaliger’s : there are, in fact, very few letters in French extant among Casaubon’s extensive correspondence.17
 One wonders what language the two men would have spoken if they had ever met.

        Other French scholars – such as Denis Lambin and Nicolas Rigault – corresponded with Scaliger in French. Pierre Pithou wrote his earliest letters to Scaliger in Latin, then dropped almost exclusively into French for the rest of their long correspondence. Many who were able to write a decent Latin letter still chose to approach Scaliger in French.18
 It is possible that some of these were deterred from writing in Latin by Scaliger’s formidable reputation as a Latinist. Women, as a rule, wrote to Scaliger in French, not in Latin.19
 In 1608, for example, Scaliger received a letter from a woman informing him that her sister had just had a daughter. She expresses the wish that Scaliger had married 
at the same time as her sister so that their children could marry.20
 One wonders what the elderly bachelor, now in the last year of his life, made of such a statement. It is certainly hard to imagine it being written in Latin.

        Despite his move to the Netherlands, it seems that Scaliger continued to regard himself as a Frenchman. His move to Leiden was seen, at least by his admirers, as a blow to France’s prestige. He does appear to have written in French much less frequently after he moved to Leiden. Before his move, about three-quarters of his surviving letters are in French. Afterwards, the ratio is reversed : four fifths of his letters from Leiden are in Latin.21
 This is, of course, an inevitable consequence of such a move. In Leiden he came into contact with a good number of German Protestant scholars, and established contacts with England. He continued to write French letters regularly until his death, but his old French friends died and Joseph outlived most of his family by many years.22
 He died, as it were, in exile, albeit a very comfortable one. His will was written in both French and Latin.23


        An example will serve to illustrate how the same event was treated by a French writer and a Latin one. The first of these is the French politician Jacques Gillot. Gillot wrote Scaliger many long letters in French full of contemporary news, and his forthright anti-papal stance earned his letters a prominent place in Jacques de Reves’ edition of 1624.24
 In many ways, he was the perfect correspondent – opinionated, well-connected and well-informed, and with an ability to condense the events of the previous weeks into a pithy letter. In one such letter, Gillot describes with relish how Pierre Coton, a Jesuit in an influential position at the French court, had an incriminating conversation with the Devil during an exorcism.25
 He is very explicit about Coton’s attempts to suppress the incident. Casaubon wrote Scaliger a letter in Latin at the same time which deals with the same incident. Casaubon buried his own brief comment on the matter deep in a Latin letter. When the material becomes particularly sensitive, he moves from Latin into Greek, and even then he prefers to refer to Coton under a pseudonym.26


        Both men wrote from Paris, both wrote on the same incident to the same man. It is true that their positions were rather different : no one expected Gillot 
to be anything other than hostile to the Jesuits, while Casaubon was in a very delicate position at the French court. But Gillot’s use of French is part of the bluff, no-nonsense persona he projects, that of a man prepared to abuse influential figures openly in the name of his convictions. Casaubon’s use of Latin and Greek is defensive. Scaliger often dashes off a rapid letter, but Casaubon’s are always carefully produced, and he is always a little guarded and wary. This may be the real reason why he never wrote to one of his closest friends in the native language they shared.

      2 The Sources of the Letters

      Scaliger’s correspondence survives in a very wide range of sources. In many cases we have the original letter, often associated with its envelope. Sometimes we must rely on a manuscript copy whose relationship to the lost original is uncertain. Most of the letters have also been transmitted in printed copies, among collections of widely differing purposes and critical standards. The following pages provide an outline of the nature of the most important sources for the correspondence, in manuscript and print.

      
        2.1 Manuscript Sources

        A total of 627 letters, amounting to some 38 % of the total correspondence, survive in autograph manuscripts. Of this number, we are fortunate to possess 482 extant letters in Scaliger’s hand. Three-quarters of these autographs fall into just five groups. The largest of these groups comprises those letters addressed to Isaac Casaubon. Casaubon received one hundred and eleven letters from Scaliger, and we still have one hundred and six of these in Scaliger’s autograph. There are ninety-seven extant letters from Scaliger to the historian Jacques-Auguste de Thou, of which we have the original manuscripts of ninety. All but one of the eighty-five extant letters addressed to Claude Dupuy survive in Scaliger’s autograph, and we have in addition thirty-one autographs from Scaliger to Claude’s sons. The thirty-five extant letters to Pierre Pithou all survive in Scaliger’s autograph, and all twenty letters which he is known to have sent to Justus Lipsius survive in autograph. No doubt Scaliger’s fame helped preserve many of his autographs, but the names above indicate that the eminence of the recipient may have played as great a role in their survival as that of the sender.

        A much smaller number of letters written to Scaliger survive in autograph. Of these, we now have a total of one hundred and forty-five letters. This is a more diverse group, within which no one sender predominates. The largest contingent of twenty-five autograph letters was sent by Marcus Welser, while Conradus Rittershusius sent nine. No other correspondent has more than five autograph letters to Scaliger extant. To supplement this small number of autographs, there are some 427 letters extant in one or more manuscript copies. Of this 427, 185 are also extant in autographs. The single largest group is of ninety-eight letters, most of which are addressed to Casaubon.

        The following observations supply an outline of some of the more important manuscript sources. Where appropriate, fuller details of the manuscript sources of each letter, and of the relationships between them, are provided in the headnotes to individual letters.

        
          2.1.1 PBnF, Collection Dupuy, ms. 496

          The Collection Dupuy, now in the Bibliothèque nationale de France, became the property of Louis XIV of France in 1657. Its nucleus had been gathered by Scaliger’s friend, Claude Dupuy (1546-1594), and these volumes were inherited and augmented by Claude’s sons Pierre (1582-1651) and Jacques (1591-1656).1
 On his death, Jacques bequeathed the collection to the King.

          The Collection Dupuy is of particular value for Scaliger’s correspondence. Of the 493 letters today extant in Scaliger’s autograph, 370 are today found among the various manuscripts of this collection. All the extant letters which Scaliger sent to Claude Dupuy, eighty-four in total, are in Dupuy ms. 496.2
